: The Great Fire of London

The Great Fire of London in September 1666 was one of the most famous incidents
in the history of Great Britain. It was the second tragedy to hit London during one
year. Just as London was recovering from the Great Plague, the citizens had to run
away again — but now not because of a new disease, but because of a terrible fire.

The fire started on the night of September 2, 1666, in Pudding Lane, in a bak-
er’s shop. The shop was owned by Thomas Farriner, the king’s baker. His maid
didn’t put out the ovens at the end of the night. Soon the wooden home of Farriner
was on fire. Farriner’s family left the house in panic and ran away. Thomas Far-
riner didn’t raise the alarm, though at that time it was possible to stop the fire.

The maid tried to climb out of the building too but failed. She was one of the
few victims of the fire. Once it started, the fire spread quickly. London was basic-
ally made out of wood and after the hot summer, the city was very dry. Strong
winds fanned the flames.

Besides, in the 17th century the city buildings were built close to each other and
the fire spread with terrifying speed. Londoners tried to stop the fire but their
buckets of water could do nothing against such a terrible disaster. Unfortunately the
Lord Mayor did not take any measures to stop the fire and the fire spread further.

After four days while helpless citizens were watching the destruction of their
homes, the wind died and the fire was stopped. Then the accounting took place.
Fully 80 % of the city was destroyed including the spiritual centre of the city,
0ld St. Paul’s Cathedral. Surprisingly, very few people were killed.

Well, one person’s disaster is another person’s opportunity. Within days of the
fire’s end, an architect, Christopher Wren, proposed his plan to Charles II: it was
a plan for the complete rebuilding of the city. Wren suggested making wide streets
in the centre of London to open the city to light and air.

Charles II realized that Wren’s plan was very expensive and it would be difficult
to put it into practice. Instead, Charles II offered that Wren rebuild the city’s
churches, including London’s main church — St. Paul’s Cathedral. Christopher
Wren was completing this task for the next fifty years.

Christopher Wren also was responsible for building the London Monument, a memo-
rial commemorating the fire. The Monument is a column with a height of 202 feet,
which is the exact distance from the monument to the place where the fire began.

The original plans for the Monument provided a statue of Charles II on top, but
Charles objected to the honour. He was afraid that the people of London would then
associate him with the disaster. Wren replaced the statue with a simple bowl with
flames. Nowadays the Monument is open for visitors all year round. Anyone can climb
the 311 steps to the top of the Monument and enjoy a wonderful view of the city.

. Teddy bears are popular presents all over the world. The first teddy bears

appeared in the 20th century. According to legend U.S. President Theodore
(Teddy) Roosevelt, when out hunting, refused to shoot a bear cub. Soon a funny
cartoon of Roosevelt and the bear was published in a newspaper, The Wash-
ington Post. The same month the American toy maker created a soft toy bear,
called it “Teddy’s bear” and put it in the shop window along with a newspaper
with the cartoon. Americans loved the idea and started to call the toy bears
teddy bears.

. The bear is a common national icon for Russia and Germany. The brown bear

is also Finland’s national animal and, in the United States, the black bear is
the state animal of Louisiana, New Mexico, and West Virginia and the grizzly
bear is the state animal of both Montana and California. “Bear”, “bruins” and
other specific types of bears are also popular nicknames or mascots for sports
teams (e.g. The Chicago Bears and The Boston Bruins). A bear cub called Misha
was the mascot of the 1980 Summer Olympics in Moscow and a polar bear was
chosen as one of the Sochi 2014 Winter Games mascots.

.In light of the rising frequency of human — grizzly bear conflicts, the Mon-

tana Department of Fish, Wildlife and Parks is advising hikers, hunters, and
fishermen to take extra precautions and keep alert for bears when in the field.
Tourists are strongly advised to wear noisy little bells on their clothing so bears
know when they are approaching and don’t get startled. They also recommend
tourists carry pepper spray with them in case they come across a bear.

. Over the years, the word bear has meant a number of different things. It is used

in many idioms and proverbs. The noun bear may mean: a policeman, a rough
or bad-mannered person or a large, heavy, or awkward man. Bear is also well-
known in the world of business. In the stock exchange a bear is a person who
sells shares hoping to buy them back later at a lower price.

. In Edinburgh there is a monument to Brown Bear, who helped Polish soldiers

during the Second World War. As reported by the newspaper The Daily Tel-
egraph, a bear named Wojtek was picked up in the woods by Polish soldiers.
Soon he became not only the soldiers’ pet, but also took an active part in the
fight against Nazi troops. In 1947, Wojtek was brought to Scotland, where he
was placed in Edinburgh zoo. He spent the rest of his days in peace and comfort
there.

. International Polar Bear Day is celebrated in February. Special events take place
in towns and cities and lots of people visit local zoos to see polar bears. Howev-
er, there is no better way to celebrate the holiday than to take a step to reduce
CO, emissions. By just putting on warm clothes and turning down the heat in
the house by five degrees we can all save energy produced by carbon-based fuels.
This can help slow global warming, which makes sea ice melt. Without sea ice,
polar bears can’t survive and will die out.

The Bronté Sisters

Charlotte, Emily and Anne Bronté were sisters and writers whose novels have
become classics of English literature.

Charlotte was born in 1816, Emily in 1818 and Anne two years later, all in
Yorkshire, England. They also had a brother, Branwell. Their father was an Angli-
can priest in a village on the Yorkshire moors. After the death of their mother
in 1821, their Aunt Elizabeth came to look after the family.

Mr Bronté was very strict with his daughters and his son. The children were
left much to themselves. Mr Bronté never played or walked with his children,
spending most of the time in his study. He even preferred to have dinner alone
not to speak with his children.

The Bronté children were often left alone in their isolated home in a village and
they invented different games to entertain themselves. Their new game, “story-
telling”, began in 1826, when Mr Bronté brought home a box of wooden soldiers.
Each child chose one and began telling and writing stories about their charac-
ters in The Glass Town Epic. Charlotte and Branwell also produced the sagas of
“Angria” and Emily, still only 12 years old, came up with the “Gondal” chronicles.
All three sisters attended different schools, but were also taught at home. As the
family finances were in a poor condition, the sisters made a plan to establish
a private school for girls. Their plan never came true, but all three sisters were
later employed as teachers and governesses.

Branwell’s talents were very promising. He was the most gifted child in the fam-
ily. He took painting lessons and everyone believed he would be a great painter.
Unfortunately, fate dictated otherwise as Branwell got addicted to drink and drugs.

In May 1846, the sisters published a volume of poetry. They all took the pen-
name Bell: Charlotte was Currer Bell, Emily was Ellis Bell and Anne was Acton
Bell. The sisters used masculine pennames because woman writers were not taken
seriously in Victorian England.

According to literary critics, Charlotte was the most professional of the sisters.
Her Jane Eyre was published in 1847. Nowadays, this story of a governess is
among the great English novels.

However, the literary genius of the family was Emily Bronté. She produced only
one novel and a few poems, yet she is ranked among the giants of English literature.

The literary success of the three sisters was followed by the family tragedy.
Branwell, Emily and Anne all passed away, one after another.

Left alone with her father, Charlotte continued her successful career as a well-
known author and she often visited London to meet her publishers. Her novel
Shirley was published in 1849 and Villette in 1853. Unfortunately, just two years
later, Charlotte also died.

Later, the former Yorkshire house of the sisters became the Bronté Parsonage
Museum. It was the place where the Brontés spent most of their lives and wrote
their famous novels.

.It is common knowledge that the original version of the familiar smiley face
was created in 1963 by an American graphic artist, Harvey Ball. He created
the sign because one company asked him to do something to cheer up their em-
ployees who seemed to feel depressed at their working places. The company
placed posters, buttons and other decorations with the smiley face everywhere.
They thought that the employees would feel better when they saw this encour-
aging symbol. It turned out they were right and their plan worked well.

. Harvey Ball didn’t try to trademark or copyright the smiley design and this led
to lots of arguments about the origin of the sign and its creator. In the early
1970s, brothers Bernard and Murray Spain from the USA questioned Ball’s
rights over the smiley face. In Europe, there was another candidate who thought
he owned the smiley sign. This was a French journalist, Franklin Loufrani, who
was the first person to register the mark for commercial use.

. The creation of the simple yellow smiley face led to tens of thousands of varia-
tions. It was adopted by lots of companies and could be seen on a whole range of
goods. It appeared on all kinds of things: from pillows and posters, to perfume
and pop art. Nothing was left untouched: coffee mugs, tea trays, stationery,
earrings, key rings, bumper stickers, bracelets... you name it, they put the smi-
ley face on it.

. What is the mystery of smiley’s universal appeal? The answer lies in its sim-
plicity. It’s just a yellow field with three marks on it. It couldn’t be simpler,
could it? Its meaning is also very universal: if you put it in a nursery setting,
it will be just an amusing face; in a newspaper, it can indicate good news; and
on a T-shirt, it can just be a feel-good symbol. Every time it is used, the mes-
sage is something slightly different.

. As the years passed, Harvey Ball became concerned about the constant repeti-
tion of his smiley in the marketplace, so he came up with the idea for World
Smile Day. He thought that we should all devote one day each year to smiling
and acts of kindness throughout the world. He declared that the first Friday
in October each year would be World Smile Day. The first World Smile Day was
held in 1999 and has since been gaining popularity as it is celebrated around
the world.

. The smiley sign entered the computer and electronic world not so long ago. It is
believed that the smiley inspired many emoticons, or emotional icons, which we
use in texting, emails and instant messaging today when we want to express our
emotions. Emoticons suggest various moods, from happy and confused, to secre-
tive and sarcastic.

. Emoticons, like the smiley face, are used globally. However, they are different
in each hemisphere. In western countries, we typically read emoticons from left
to right but in Eastern countries, like China, they are read from top to bot-
tom. What is interesting about Eastern emoticons is that there is a lot more
variation, and they express more emotions. They, for example, don’t stop with
expressing only emotions; there are also emoticons for activities and even
animals! ’ o

Esperanto

Esperanto is an artificial international language that was created by Ludovic
Lazarus Zamenhof, an eye doctor, between 1877 and 1885. Learning languages was
his hobby, and in his free time he enjoyed memorizing new words and phrases.
Zamenhof, who had grown up in Poland, was convinced that a common language
would help resolve many problems in the world, as language barriers often cause
confusion, quarrels and wars between nations.

Zamenhof realised that none of the major European languages — French, Ger-
man, English, Spanish, Italian, and Russian — could be made universal as they
were all difficult languages to learn. The difficulty in mastering grammar would
put native speakers at an advantage with respect to those who did not speak them
fluently.

And so, Zamenhof started to work. He believed that a universal international
language had to be easily learned and spoken by everyone. At first he named
his language simply Internacia Lingvo (“International Language”). In 1887, he
published his first book Lingvo Internacia in Russian under a pseudonym (false
name) “Esperanto”. This word in his new language meant “a person who hopes”.
The book became a bestseller and was translated into English as Dr Esperanto’s
International Language.

Esperanto is the easiest language to learn, taking only one-fifth of the time
needed to learn any other language! It was designed to be both easy to learn and
culturally neutral. Esperanto uses strictly phonetic spelling, which means a letter
in the alphabet always makes exactly the same sound. Secondly, the structure of
Esperanto is very simple, with only sixteen basic grammatical rules that need to be
learned and no exceptions (such as irregular verbs). Thirdly, Esperanto has a very
small core vocabulary; new words are constructed by combining words and add-
ing prefixes and suffixes. The vocabulary of Esperanto will have a familiar ring
to anyone who knows a European language, as roots were borrowed from French,
German, Spanish and other European languages.

Zamenhof wanted Esperanto to be a universal second language. In other words,
although he did not want Esperanto to replace national languages, he wanted the
majority of people around the world to speak Esperanto. UNESCO recognised Espe-
ranto in 1954.




Today, Esperanto is spoken by over 10 million people around the world. There
are even a few people who use it as their mother tongue as, in some houses,
Esperanto is the only common language between parents who come from dif-
ferent countries and speak different languages! Many people use Esperanto
to communicate with Esperantists in other countries by mail, email, blogs or
chat rooms.

Currently, Esperanto is seen by many of its speakers as an alternative or addi-
tion to the growing use of English throughout the world, offering a language that
is easier to learn than any other. By the way, according to some sources, an Eng-
lish speaker can learn Esperanto up to five times faster than Spanish.
